• talk to teachers  
• talk to the former students taking part in the workshop 
• ask students to complete a short questionnaire 
• look at students’ test results and other information about them which the academy already 

has, such as age, gender, etc. 
 
Confidentiality - the evaluation research will lead to a report about the alumni project which may be made 
public.  Although we will be talking to lots of people, no-one will be referred to by name (or any other kind 
of identifier) in any report that is made public.
